	What CANNOT be recycled …

	Glass
	All types of glass bottles and jars with labels and tops (these are not important). Please rinse all bottles and jars i.e. peanut butter, chutney, tomato sauce etc.


	Broken drinking glasses of any kind, shatterproof car windows (or the shattered pieces), window panes or picture frame glass, mirrors.

	Tins
	All types of tins (e.g. fish, dog food, coke and beer cans etc). All we ask is please give the fish and dog food cans a rinse.


	Old oil or petrol cans can be recycled but we don’t provide that service.

	Plastic
	This can be a hassle if you are told to sort it into PET, PE-LD, PP, PS or PE-HD. Don’t worry about this, plastic is plastic and we will do the final sorting but PLEASE RINSE IT OUT, a plastic milk bottle in the sun is so unbelievable stinky you can’t forget the smell. Also all yoghurt, margarine, feta cheese, all cold drinks and juice bottles, milk bottles as well as shampoo and detergent bottles. 

Polystyrene: the pressed poly can be recycled (e.g. packaging for chicken pieces but again, please rinse before recycling).
	A lot of these are no-no’s because we can’t handle them – they may be recyclable but not with our resources. Children’s toys, coat hangers, cling wrap, bread packets, hose pipes, swimming pool pipes, CD and DVD cases, sloppies and other funnies.

Pre-moulded poly which comes with new products e.g. computers, hair dryers etc. If you break a piece off and the white balls flat away in the air PUT IT IN THE BIN.



	Paper
	Newspaper of all kinds, magazines including glossy ones. White office paper (printing or not), envelopes, school exercise books (excluding the covers), coloured paper and white pages telephone book (not yellow pages).


	Paper that has been foiled or waxed.

	Cardboard
	All cardboard boxes larger than a cereal box must be opened at the bottom, flattened and placed under your black bag including wine boxes and corrugated packaging.


	No boxes that have been waxed e.g. banana box, tetrapack (e.g. long life milk, juice cartons with metal on inside). Also no photographic film.


NB: If you are unsure, rather throw an item away.
